3．Please choose Block, and type the computer’s Mac address you want to prevent. (You must know the Mac address of the wireless card before you do this). Then the computer with this Mac address can’t connect to the wireless network.
For example, PC2 with Mac address C8:3a:35:00:BC:00 and PC3 with Mac address C8:3a:35:00:C8:02. We add the PC3’s Mac address to the list and click Apply. Then the PC3 can’t connect to the router wirelessly, but the PC2 can connect to the wireless normally.
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
